New policy changes that could impact current pilot grants and future applications for funding.  Some of these policies are not new – they have been expanded in detail. 

Changes to Current Applications:

· P.I.s can only hold one pilot grant at a time

· 2nd year funding will be held until receipt and approval of 1st year progress report.  Progress report form packet can be found on the JHMRI  Pilot Grant website

· If project secures external funding, P.I. must notify JHMRI and relinquish unspent funds at the start of the external funding period

· Request for No-cost extension must be approved, with request being submitted 60 days prior to the end of the pilot grant.  This request should be in the form of a letter explaining NCE reason and MUST contain statement of funds remaining. A progress report is required at the same time the NCE is requested.  No more than one NCE per pilot grant, up to 12 months, will be granted.  If NCE is approved, P.I. is not eligible to submit for a new pilot grant until NCE has expired or funding has been spent

· No more than 25% of total award funds will be allowed for carryover from one period into the next period or into an NCE period.

· At termination of the funding period, all new spending must cease and all trailing charges should be reconciled for applicability to the funding period dates.  Any remaining funds must be returned to JHMRI within 60 days

· As a favor to the Institute please notify Genevieve Nixon when manuscripts generated from your Pilot Grant are published.  Remember to acknowledge JHMRI & the Bloomberg Family Foundation in publications.

Changes to Future Applications:

· Award amount have been decreased to $75,000 per year.  

· P.I.s can only hold one pilot grant at a time

· Applicants must submit a pre-application, which consists of:  face page, abstract and  

       personnel page,  biosketch including other support and checklist (pre-application form packet can be found on the JHMRI Pilot Grant website)

· P.I.s will be invited to submit a full application based on pre-application approval.

· 2nd year funding will be held until receipt and approval of 1st year progress report.  Progress report form packet can be found on the JHMRI  Pilot Grant website

· If project secures external funding, P.I. must notify JHMRI and relinquish unspent funds at the start of the external funding period

· Request for No-cost extension must be approved, with request being submitted 60 days prior to the end of the pilot grant.  This request should be in the form of a letter explaining NCE reason and MUST contain statement of funds remaining. A progress report is required at the same time the NCE is requested.  No more than one NCE per pilot grant, up to 12 months, will be granted.  If NCE is approved, P.I. is not eligible to submit for a new pilot grant until NCE has expired or funding has been spent

· No more than 25% of total award funds will be allowed for carryover from one period into the next period or into an NCE period.

· At termination of the funding period, all new spending must cease and all trailing charges should be reconciled for applicability to the funding period dates.  Any remaining funds must be returned to JHMRI within 60 days

· As a favor to the Institute please notify Genevieve Nixon when manuscripts generated from your Pilot Grant are published.  Remember to acknowledge JHMRI & the Bloomberg Family Foundation in publications.
